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HB 229 Receives Unanimous Support in the Secondary

KISSIMMEE, Fla. - Earlier today, Representative Kristen Arrington (D-
Kissimmee) presented HB 229, an Act to necessitate school boards to require guidance
counselors to advise public high school students of all educational opportunities available to
them to gain skills that are in demand in the labor market and how to prepare to obtain
postsecondary degrees in technical fields. The bill received unanimous approval from the
Secondary Education & Career Development Subcommittee.
