This bill will provide disabled veterans the opportunity to
receive certain federal educational assistance benefits.  This bill would allow those veterans
who are deemed eligible the opportunity to receive awards for remaining cost of tuition &
fees at State Universities, Career Centers, Charter Technical Career Centers and
Florida College System Institutions.
