The legislation would allow
those veterans who are deemed eligible the opportunity to receive a waiver for the
remaining cost of tuition & fees at State Universities, Career Centers, Charter
Technical Career Centers and Florida College System Institutions that they might not
have covered by the federal GI Bill.
