Democratic Lawmakers Talk About Call for Special Session on

Gun Law Reforms
 
Tallahassee, FL – After nearly 40 House and Senate Democrats echoed a call from
Representative Joseph Geller (D-Aventura) for the need to hold a special
session to address common-sense gun law reforms, the Secretary of State has begun
the required polling of the legislature.
 
If 60% of both bodies agree, the Florida Legislature will hold a special session on the
following:

1. Regulating high capacity rifle magazines
2. Universal criminal background checks on all firearms sales
3. Expanding Florida’s bipartisan-passed Red Flag Law.
