This is a very special day for our loved ones incarcerated here in the State
of Florida, as well as the Correctional Officers who work in the State’s correctional
facilities. The proposed budget includes educational opportunities, air conditioning,
repairs in our buildings, and all other factors that will contribute to make living in
prison more humane for our incarcerated Floridians.”
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
