The scope of
each project shall be planned so that the anpbunts specified shall not be
exceeded, or any excess in costs shall be funded by sources other than
this appropriation. Such excess costs may be funded fromthe Public
Education Capital Qutlay and Debt Service Trust Fund only as a result of
fund transfers pursuant to section 216.292 (4)(c), Florida Statutes.
Each project shall be constructed on the site specified. If existing
facilities and acquisition of new sites are a part of these projects,
each such building and site must be certified to be free of
contam nation, asbestos, and other hazardous materials before the
facility or site may be acquired. The provisions of section 216.301 (2),
Florida Statutes, shall apply to all capital outlay funds appropriated
fromthe Public Education Capital Qutlay and Debt Service Trust Fund for
the Fiscal Year 2014-2015 in Specific Appropriations 25 though 28, 28B,
31 and 32.

The Governor’s O fice of Policy and Budget shall establish Fixed Capital
Qut | ay budget authority within appropriate accounts to enable
expenditure of funds appropriated for the state wuniversities, the
Florida School for the Deaf and the Blind, public broadcasting, public
school districts and Florida colleges.

From the funds in Specific Appropriations 598 through 786, each provider
contracting with the Department of Corrections nust provide the
department with a proposal prior to the release of funds that details
t he services that will be delivered, the expected results, and
reconmended perfornmance neasures. The departnent and each provider nust
execute a contract before the release of any funds, and the contract
docunents nust include mutually agreed upon perfornmance neasures. Each
provider nust provide quarterly performance reports to the departnent.
Funds shall only be released to providers whose performance reports
indi cate successful conpliance with the performance neasures described
in the contract.

The Department of Corrections shall devel op and use a uniformformat and
uni form nethodologies for the purpose of reporting annually to the
Governor and to the Legislature on the state prison system Such
reports shall include a conprehensive plan for current facility use and
any departures from planned facility wuse, including opening new
facilities, renovating or closing existing facilities, and advancing or
delaying the opening of new or renovated facilities. The report shal
include the naxinum capacity of currently operating facilities and the
potential nmaxi mum capacity of facilities that the departnent coul d nmake
operational wthin the fiscal year. The report shall also identify
appropriate sites for future facilities and provide information to
support specified |locations, such as availability of personnel in |oca
| abor markets. Reports should include updated infrastructure needs for
existing or future facilities. Each report should reconcile capacity
figures to the imediately preceding report. For the purpose of this
paragraph, maxi mum capacity shall be cal cul ated and di spl ayed pursuant
to section 944.023(1)(b), Florida Statutes. The departnment may provide
additional analysis of current and future bed needs based on such
factors as deenmed necessary by the Secretary. The next report shall be
due January 1, 2015

From the funds in Specific Appropriations 598 through 786, the
