SUMMARY ANALYSIS 

 
HB 1327 passed the House on April 24, 2015, and subsequently passed the Senate on April 29, 2015.  
 
The City of Holmes Beach was incorporated in 1950. The city is one of three communities on Anna Maria 
Island, along with Anna Maria and Bradenton Beach. The city owns Grassy Point Preserve, a 34 acre nature 
park.  
 
The bill expands the boundaries of Holmes Beach to include submerged lands adjacent to the Grassy Point 
Preserve. The bill would enable the city to construct an observation pier for wildlife viewing and allow the city to 
enforce local ordinances governing the park. The bill also requires Holmes Beach to apply county regulatory 
provisions to the construction of county infrastructure in the annexed area. 
 
The bill does not appear to have a fiscal impact on state or local governments. 
 
The bill was approved by the Governor on June 10, 2015, ch. 2015-203, L.O.F., and became effective on that 
date. 
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I. SUBSTANTIVE INFORMATION 
 

A. EFFECT OF CHANGES:   
 
Present Situation 
 
City of Holmes Beach 
 
The City of Holmes Beach was incorporated in 1950.1 The area that now contains the city was first 
settled in 1896 and was the site of the first homestead constructed on Anna Maria Island.2 The city is 
one of three communities on Anna Maria Island, along with Anna Maria and Bradenton Beach.3  
The city is named after Jack Holmes, a developer who arrived on the island after the Second World 
War and constructed a 600 acre community.4  
 
Grassy Point Preserve 
 
The Grassy Point Preserve is a 34 acre wetlands preserve in Holmes Beach.5 The preserve was 
created from parcels the city began to purchase in 2000 with a grant from the Florida Community Land 
Trust and is managed through an intergovernmental partnership between Holmes Beach and the 
Sarasota Bay Estuary Program.6 The preserve contains a shell parking lot, picnic tables, a mulch-lined 
path, and a boardwalk.7 The preserve provides waterway access for non-motorized vessels.8 
 
Effect of Bill 
 
The bill expands the boundaries of City of Holmes Beach to incorporate submerged lands in 
unincorporated Manatee County. The submerged lands to be annexed are adjacent to the Grassy Point 
Preserve. 
 
The bill directs the City of Holmes Beach to apply the Manatee County Comprehensive Plan, Manatee 
County Land Development Code, Manatee County Code of Ordinances, and the Florida Building Code 
to the construction, installation, and placement by the county of infrastructure and utilities, navigational 
markers, and other signage in the annexed area, providing for regulatory uniformity in Anna Maria 
Sound. 
 
The Economic Impact Statement submitted for the bill states it will have no fiscal impact on state or 
local government.9 The bill will enable the city to construct an observation pier for wildlife viewing, 
increasing recreational activities for visitors to the preserve.10 The bill will also provide the city with the 
power to police activities in the coastal waters near the park, such as the unauthorized use of 
motorized vessels.11 The city already owns an enforcement boat for this purpose.12
